And the New Americans

        John Hewitt is the epitome of what an artist can accomplish when motivation meets dedication. Taking a page
from the old school bible of Rock, folk and Americana mixed with extreme attention to detail and imagery is a
job that is not taken lightly by the Northern Ontario born songwriter. Born into a self taught classroom that
involved John Prine, Tom Petty, Neil Young and Bob Dylan as his professors. Originally from Sault Ste. Marie,
Ontario on the opposite side of Lake Superior where Robert Zimmerman was born and raised. In 2018 John moved to
Edmonton, Alberta to search for an avenue for his creativity and this is where he blossomed as a songwriter
and artist especially throughout the pandemic. 

   Since March of 2020 he has produced and released four full length albums, several singles and music videos as
well as producing three full length Edmonton local releases including Will Ryan’s “Way on Down the
Mountainside” and Angie Klein’s “Made in Alberta.” Life Blood & Tears, Dead Lovers and Broken Rebels have all
charted on the National Earshot! Charts for folk/roots and blues and garnered radio airplay internationally
from CKUA to NPR in the US as well as several stations in the UK. 

   In April of 2022 John hit the road again to begin building the route for what would become his version of the
Never Ending Tour. Over 40,000 kilometres in a year and a half, over 250 shows solo and with his band the New
Americans and countless fans and encounters that continue to fuel his songwriting. John continues to book and
manage his career based out of Edmonton and releases at least two full length albums a year. 

  
   Since 2022 John has graced the stages of the Canmore Folk Festival, The Whitefish Songwriter Festival
(Montana), the Red Lodge Songwriter Festival (Montana), Black Rose Acoustic Society (Colorado), Escalante
Canyon Arts Festival (Utah), Wild Oats & Notes (Tofield Alberta), headlined Millwoods Canada Day, The New Moon
Folk Club, Northern Lights Folk Club, Nickelodeon Folk Club, Lethbridge Folk Club, Dead Ends Live and many other
Canadian and US stages and festivals. John Hewitt, the John Hewitt Trio and John Hewitt & the New Americans are
an exceptional stage act that are garnering attention across Canada and the US bringing back a method of
writing and performing not seen since the 1970’s.

   John’s live show ranges from intimate songwriter rounds with stories filled with humour and characters from
the road to high energy shows incorporating Heartland rock, rock and roll, Americana and blues often ending
with standing ovations from his appreciative audience.
